Bill Schatz called the meeting to order at 7:00 PMand led the Pledge of Allegiance.

NEW MEMBERS AND GUESTS:
Guest Rob Malone was introduced. Rob is looking fexperience beyond Park Flyers. Welcome Rob!

GUEST SPEAKERS
This month we had a guest presentation from Danny Bnstein and George Mena of the Corona R/C
Club who gave a presentation on RC Combat.

A lively video presentation showed the frantic actiity of the five minute combat round and then also
showed us some of the mid-air crashes that can oecouhen 6-10 planes are all trying to be in pretty
much the same space. Fortunately the planes areitpiresilient — see below.

Danny and George represent West Coast Combat, whoeaa group promoting combat and who are
helping interested groups to run their first events

Radio Control Combat has its own AMA Special Interst Group, the Radio Control Combat Association.

Currently there are about 8 local clubs involved (ncluding Temecula, Corona, Victorville, Coachella,
Palomar, an AZ club). Typical events have 15-20 jpts competing.
There are two classes:

Slow Survivable Combat SSC (“beginner”):
.15 sized engine
Only the Master Airscrew 8 x 3 combat prop
17,500 RPM max
Plane at least 2.5 Lbs




SSC is intended to be basically stock

An interesting clause in the rules allows anyone tbuy the winner’s engine (at a set price more thait is
allowed to cost), so that there is an incentive tkeep things stock.

Open B:
Max .32 sized engine

Any weight less than 3.5 Lbs
Any prop

Open B allows for performance tuning, but SSC planedo get flown in Open B heats also.

The planes tow a streamer — 30 foot long crepe papen a 5 foot tow line, and the goal of the evensito
protect your own streamer while scoring cuts on otérs.

Each cut scores 100 points and you gain 12 pointgipfoot of your own streamer left — each pilot has
judge alongside who will record the cuts the pilomakes. All pilots and judges must wear hard hats.
The round runs for 5 minutes after an initial 90 seond allowance for launching, and still being in tle air
after 5 minutes is a requirement to scoring ! Theras a flight box airspace for safety and there are
deductions for any violations. A combat event wodlhave at least 4 rounds, but probably many more,
and depending on the number of entries and roundslanned there may be up to 10-12 aircraft flying in
any one round.

Danny and George brought two aircraft to show us,ie Palomar Mig and the Treneff RC BattleAxe.

Palomar Mig:

Designed and kitted by the Palomar (San Diego) clylbhe kit is available for $40 with almost everythig
you need except engine and electronics. The plaisemade from 2mm and 4mm Coroplast and is very
rugged. “Buildathon” sessions are often held a feweeks before a combat event. | found the plans dn

LI Po Battery Recovery

By: Ron Scott as of 3-27-10)

Over the past 3 years like many othedahers who routinely use Li Po batteries, | tovenhad a few problems.
And, like just about everyone else, smhmy LiPo problems have been due to my own easgless.

For example 1) Forgetting to unplug ltlagtery on the plane after a flight or 2) leaving LiPo powered
transmitter ON for some time like ownéght or several days. 3) Leaving the battery coteteto the charger and
forgetting it. Obviously in each cateere’s not much left in the LiPo when Iv’e discoa@ my goof. This

drains the battery and sucks the veld@wn to almost “0” volts. But all hope may notlbst because there is g
chance that the LiPo battery pack aanglsovered- in some lucky cases. Here’s how it has workeadhrfe.
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First, put the battery in a regulaPld charge cycle and see if it will recover atva tharge rate of ~ 0.5 amp.
In some cases with some batterieg'sthll it takes to wake it up! If it won'’t recovetry a balanced charge,
using the balance connector, at 0.p sothat the individual cells can recover. | asuasing that you have a
good charger capable of “balance” gimy and charging all three battery types i.e. ISPNmH, and NiCd's.
(I use a Turnigy chargers from “Holiing.com”)

Second, but a word of caution istiden before you go ahead. This approach will takestant monitoring of
the voltage of the battery while e tharge mode in order to avoid the danger oPa ffire or explosion.

Here’s how it goes. Try charging badtery as if it were a Nickel Metal Hydride bagtat a 0.5 amp rate. But,
be careful and watch over the batssrnit is chargingDo not leave it unattended. As it is chargingtohdor

the voltage to approach 9 volts (Bsvper cell) for a 3 cell 11.1 volt pack. At 9d9.5 volts, switch the
charger over to a Li Po charge amttinae charging at approximately 1.0 amp untillbb&ery is fully charged
at ~12.6 Volts (2 cell = 7.4, 4 cell4.8 V, etc.). At all times — Stay with the ofparto make sure no over
charge condition or heat develops@ngses a fire. (I always use a covered pan oriegakto contain the
battery incase of a fire - see page 2

If either of the these approachesdavork to recover the battery to approximately ¥ per cell, one or
more cells may be defective. If tisathe case, try to recover the bad cell by coringetires to the low cell

thru the balance connector and setttarger to 3.7 volts (1 cell) and 0.5 amp chaate Watch the voltage
climb to hopefully 4.2 Volt and stdpthe 1 cell recovers OK, Great. Plug in the &attto the charger in a
“Ballanced” mode at 1.0 amp. And vietice charge rate until the battery reaches fdtgh @ 4.2 v per cell
For example 2 cell = 8.4 volt, 31d&.6 Volt, 4 cell = 16.8 volts, etc. | have besie to recover 3 out of 4
LiPo battery packs that | would hatlkeerwise dumped, which when you factor in the ocbs LiPo battery
pack, that’s not bad.

Battery “Puffed up”???

Get rid of it — don’t take a characel keep it around where it could potentially erpl@nd cause a fire.
It could develop a pin hole leak adgas — at which point the gas could ignite wlith air and a fire can erupt
and burn up your car or house, @r That reciently happened to a friend of mine wiag trying to charge a

Puffed LiPo on the passenger side®BUV. Fortunately the door was open and somepated the smoke
and dumped their bottle of sodatdo save the day.

LiPo Disposal:

If you can’t recover a battery,titee to totally discharge and dispose of it. L&*oan be disposed of in the
regular trash — unlike Ni Cd battsrivhich need to be recycled.

You need to discharge the batteryding a lightbulb, resistor, or whatever to ldsst2 Volts per cell. The
whole idea is to take as much energyof the battery as possible. Next, cut off¢banector as short as
possible. Do not short out the wioe there could be sparks. Using a pan or budkés #2 with water and
add ¥4 cup of salt. The salt watkesathe remaining charge out of the battery paekthe battery pack soak
in the salty brine between 1-2 weéksw the battery can safely be thrown in the trash
