*** NOTICE*** 
PROPOSED RULE CHANGE 

 
Currently our Flying Site Rule #14 states: "Take off will be initiated from the center circle on the runway, 
unless all other pilot stations are vacant."  Because there have been safety problems with this rule as stated 

where people do start their take off from the center circle but their plane turns sharply to the left and they fly 
over the heads of people in the up wind flight stations.  Bryan Hudson has suggested and the Board agrees that 

this rule should be changed to: "Take off will be initiated in such a manner that the plane does not break 
ground until it has passed the farthest up wind pilot station, unless all other pilot stations are vacant."  This 
rewording will be discussed and if approved voted on by the members present at the February club meeting.  

There will be painted on the runway a dashed line to make it easier for pilots in the downwind flight stations to 
know when their plane has crossed the "Break Ground" Limit line so they can lift off.

  I have most of the stuff needed to put up the weather station at the field and I plan to connect everything 
together this weekend, and bring it to the field and give it a try.  Once we figure out how to mount the solar 
panel at the right angle so the battery stays charged up, and where to put the pole we will be able to mount the 
weather station at the field. 
 
  For those who have planes from the early years of aviation we have an event scheduled for February 20th, for 
any plane designed prior to WWII.  Jeff Maxwell will be in charge and I'm sure there will be food involved 
somehow. 
 
  I want to ask again that all the photographers in the club to make an effort to get pictures of club members 
and their planes.

Secretary’s Report 
Channel Islands Condors Meeting Minutes 
Meeting Date: 6 January 2010 
At Freedom Park Center, Camarillo 
Secretary: Richard Hodgson 
 
In Bill Schatz’s absence, Jeff Maxwell called the meeting to order at 7:05 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.   
21 members signed in on the list, but this was incomplete since your secretary had just learned that he was 
supposed to have provided the sheet. 
 
NEW MEMBERS AND GUESTS: 
New member Pete Conrad was introduced.  Welcome Pete! 
 
STAFF REPORTS:   
 
Vice President Jeff Maxwell –  Led the meeting. 
 
Secretary Richard Hodgson –  Nothing this month. 
 
Treasurer – John O’Brien –  Subscription fees are due for 2010.  Members have up until the March meeting to 
pay without incurring a late fee, but flyers must have a valid AMA card to fly, and John asked that this be 
made visible on the board if you are flying with a 2009 membership card.  A 2010 card is proof of membership 
renewal and valid AMA membership. 
 
Safety Tony Brown – Tony raised the issue of the horsemen using the open area immediately North of the 
runway.  Our insurance and safety considerations mandate that we cannot fly over people’s heads, so when the 
horsemen are out in that area there is a problem.  One suggestion was for signs in English and Spanish which 
would state that the area is off-limits for people and horses when flying is in progress (a challenge in itself, 
since what if you are first to the field one afternoon and the horsemen are out there ?).  There is a horse circle / 
area on the other side of the road and it was suggested that the signs could direct people to go over there.  The 
existence of the area has been spread by word of mouth and there have been gatherings of up to 30 people and 
4 horses, with some horses being brought specifically by horsebox (observed parked outside of the gate). 
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The feeling was that discussion is needed from CIC leadership to the “leadership” of the horse groups, and the 
goal is to have them not use the area at any time. 
 
It was also reported that the second lock on the gate - that of the pond rats, has been missing frequently.  It was 
suggested that the Pond Rats be contacted to discuss this since any missing lock renders the whole gate locking 
system ineffective. 
 
General News 
 
The Weather Station hardware has been received, and Ham members are being asked for suitable 2m 
(simplex) equipment for 144.390 MHz to provide the data link into the weather networks.  Best Buy has 
something that would serve available for about $65 if no Ham donated rig can be found.  The proposed location 
of the equipment was briefly discussed, with a likelihood that it will need to be on top of one of the metal 
storage buildings for security.  Two 5W solar panels and two 12V batteries are lined up to provide ongoing 
power for the station and link.  Once operational, we will probably have a web page link on CIC that will 
connect to a weather site where the field data will be presented; it may also be possible to integrate the weather 
report completely into our web site but we may need to find programming help to achieve that at a later date. 
 
Jack Lapraik reported that we have a water leak on one of the PVC underground lines - suggested handling is 
to ensure that the source is fully turned off when not needed to prevent the leak from causing further damage 
or erosion.  
Jack also thanked John Gonzales for the new sign. 
Jeff noted that the new signs will have bulletin boards on the back. 
 
 
Our large wind sock is tattered - Aircraft Spruce magazine has ads. for these, so this will be investigated. 
 
Jeff Maxwell reminded members who use the Pond to sign up for Pond Rats membership.  He also noted that 
the Pond is a great location to observe local wildlife such as Eagles, Blue Herons and Deer.  The herons also do 
some good work for us in controlling the gophers.  Jeff has more tables due out to the field shortly, and 
requested ideas for tables or projects ready for his next class of willing craftsmen. 
 
Darryl inquired about the gate policy on weekends.  The policy was reported as: 
 
Early AM to Noon -  Gate can be left open (lock locked in place though so it doesn’t get taken) 
 After Noon -   Gate should be locked. 
 
This rationale allows visitors to get to us at the most likely times, and hopefully allows would be flyers / 
members to connect with the club.  It was noted that more young members would be good. 
 
At Ron Scott’s request, Jeff will contact the Flying Circus to ensure that we have their full event information.  
This should allow Ron to complete his comprehensive local event schedule.  The proposed June 6th Warbirds 
event was discussed and you will have all seen Bill’s e-mail messages to resolve an overlap of events on this 
date. 
 
It was suggested that the first Warbird event of the year should include a ceremonial remembrance of 
members who have passed, possibly with a listing and photos also.  It was noted that commemorative benches 
are usually a family purchased item.  The topic is to be raised as a board meeting item. 
 
Jeff reported a full sized helicopter traversing the length of our runway today (6th) at about 15 feet for no 
apparent reason other than sight seeing.  Jeff was the only flyer present. 
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Don Barrett found a Voltmeter “widget” if anyone is missing one.  The general location for leaving lost and 
found items is in the cabinet space under the sign-in / frequency board. 
 
The club will have had multiple attendees visiting the AMA Expo by now.  Matt Springer was expected to be 
flying and Rich Tejeda was helping staff the IMAA booth and would be handing out Gathering brochures.  As 
far as was known there were no member planes being displayed at the Expo. 
 
Show and Tell: 
  
Ed Oldenberg presented his ¼ scale Hangar 9 ARF Cub.  He has modified this significantly to improve on the 
original ARF build.  The ARF can be purchased paired with a 20cc engine, but Ed has chosen an electric 
configuration with about 2700W available, and all mounted in his own design power module which slides in 
and secures very elegantly in the nose.  Half throttle usage allows flight of about 6 minutes.  The plane is 
reported to fly well, although perhaps not as sedately as would be for true scale.  Ed reports take-off handling 
that may be traditional, but that he has solved this with use of a gyro in the rudder system and that this makes 
take off handling much better. 
 
John O’Brien presented his Multiplex Merlin foam hotliner - very fast and fully aerobatic with 8-10 minute 
flights.  This is a small plane and all packs neatly back into the original packaging - not recommended for 
beginners because of speed, size and agility. 
 
Ken Milbrett showed his twin boom electric model, which had not been flown as of the meeting.  The model is 
built from plans which were scaled up and originally had been a CO2 free flight design.  The plane weighs 1 ¾ 
pounds and has 250 watts of electric pusher power. 
 
Ron Scott brought his 3Demon ARF which was a 40 sized model but which he has set up as electric.  It had 
flown 3 flights of 5-6 minutes that day and flew very well. 
 
Ben Strasser had a Maxford Jenny, an Ultrasport 40 and a 6 foot span electric Telemaster displayed for sale.
