Guest Speaker:



Actually we were his guests — Jason Somes of the Efalked to us about his modeling and full scaleying
experience and about some of the magnificent aircfwe were surrounded by.

Jason began model flying at 15 and graduated throdgracing — where he caught the travel bug — and timeon
to IMAC and, for the last 7 or 8 years, jets.

Jason is also a full scale pilot, including the Renraces in a Pitts, Formula one racing and a T6 whbh he still
has. Jason was planning to get into Unlimited (theealm of Mustangs), but gave up on Reno racing &t a
serious mid-air accident in 2007, which he was lugkto survive. Tales of the “imprint” he left in the
honeycomb aluminum structure of his seat made lightf what must have been a truly horrific event.

Five and a half years ago, Jason came to the CAF@announced his desire to “fly the fighters”. Lotsor hard
work and dedication later, Jason flies the Zero, Barcat, Hellcat, AT-6 and others.

The CAF Zero is one of three in the world — it has Pratt and Whitney engine, there is only one flyig with the
original Japanese engine. The Zero is currently eroute back from the Warbirds Over Wanaka airshow n
New Zealand where Jason flew it. Unlike the US wine the FAA insists that aircraft energy during theshow be
directed away from the crowd, the New Zealand rulesllow and encourage show maneuvers towards the
crowd; Jason said it was great fun. Also on displawere a P40 firing blanks to generate muzzle flagtan LA9,
T6, DC3, Tiger Moth, Puss Moth and more.

Jason also told us some of the story of the logissi of shipping a Zero from Camarillo to New Zealand With a
35 foot wingspan with the outer 1 ¥z foot of each wgtip folded, the plane had to take 4 or 5 times #space
allocated to a normal cargo container. It must hag been some sight to see it headed for the harban a low-
loader ! The April 2010 newsletter on the CAF wehte has more of this story and some pictures — theeflying
in the world and you have to manage the logisticd @ volunteer group shipping one to New Zealand -magine
the stress level !

Jason flies most of the planes and related sometbk difference in flight characteristics that theyhave to allow
for in show dogfights.

The Hellcat which was sitting there right behind usand is huge, weighs 10,400 Ibs and boasts 2,000, HP
whereas the Zero is only 5,400 lbs with 1,200HP.

Jason’s own favorite is the Bearcat, although he vggpleased to have been outranked for the job whetsi
engine blew up coming back from an airshow in Riveside in March 2009, and had to be dead-sticked into
Burbank ! There’s a full description on the CAF wébsite; see the link for “Bearcat Down in Burbank”.

We got to see the Bearcat when Jason allowed usvisit the restoration hangar, where there was alsa B25
Mitchell, and the MkXIV Spitfire (tail number N749, planned to be ready in August).

A P51 Mustang is due in about a month.
