Secretary’s Report 
Channel Islands Condors Meeting Minutes 
Meeting Date: 3 February 2010 
At Freedom Park Center, Camarillo 
Secretary: Richard Hodgson 
 
Bill Schatz called the meeting to order at 7:03 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.   35 members signed in on the list and 
there were no new members or guests. 
 
STAFF REPORTS:   
 
Vice President Jeff Maxwell –  The Dawn of Flight event is on for the 20th and will be a breakfast to Noon event.  Jeff 
welcomes any planes which look more or less like they fit the era. 
 
Treasurer – John O’Brien –  John will shortly be preparing a formal budget for the year, and welcome input fro items 
that need including. 
 
Safety Tony Brown – Some minor complaints were addressed directly at the field.  There were also some complaints 
about giant scale formation flying over the runway and over the pits.  These were also addressed directly at the time and 
seemed to just be a case of high spirits leading to potentially unsafe actions. 
 
The board has passed a plan for a rule change which will require not leaving the ground on take off until the plane is 
beyond the upwind pilot stations.  A dashed line will be drawn on the runway at East and West ends as a visible guide to 
know that it is safe to take off.  This is intended to help prevent left-veering take-offs which threaten a pilot in the upwind 
stations.   
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This change is reflected in the new draft of the rules billboard, which will be prepared as a full sized sheet now to check 
font sizes and appearance before cutting the vinyl for the final sign. 
 
The windsock will be looked into – it requires getting up there to determine the size of the fixture so we can order a new 
one or adapt an existing one to fit. 
 
The weather station is undergoing a minor repair by the vendor.  It is almost ready for setup and will provide 
temperature, wind speed and direction, rain, and atmospheric pressure.  Both the Simi club and the San Fernando Flyers 
have functional versions on their websites of what we are working to implement. 
 
Bill noted that he has seen a European security device which senses motion and then provides 10 seconds of video via a 
cell phone type link.  If monitoring service is active, they can request additional video to check what is going on. 
 
Jon O’Brien reported that we are being billed for water again now.  We use full potable water since grey water is not 
available at our location. 
 
Next month’s meeting will have a speaker from the Corona club on the subject of Combat events (using standard 15/ 25 
sized models). 
 
On the topic of moving the pilot stations closer together (or moving the outer two into the gaps adjacent to the center 
station), this is on hold until we can assess the merits of the dashed line take-off point approach described above.  Jeff 
Maxwell has provided a rendering of how the pilot stations might look if we did consolidate them.  There was also 
concern about AMA recommendations or requirements for pilot station spacing; these will be checked (debate suggested 
that this was an older requirement based on intermodulation issues with the older wide band and AM transmitters). 
 
Rich Tejeda provided flyers for the Gathering of the Giants and asked members to take them for distribution far and 
wide. 
 
Doc Brown talked about a 16 year old member of the Mason family who are well known in Santa Paula aviation circles.  
The youngster had soloed that day, flying 6 aircraft in succession – a 172, Cub, Decathlon, Motor Glider, Stearman, and 
an Ag Sprayer.    
 
Ken Osborne asked for pictures for the web page – please indicate when the picture was taken, who took it, who is 
pictured, what plane, etc.  Bill added to this and asked for pilot and plane pictures in general to add to the site. 
 
Show and Tell 
 
This was a great meeting for show and tell, with a wide variety of aircraft on display. 
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Darryl showed his ¼ scale Cub in the bones. It was rescued from 10 years in an attic and various levels of fairly major 
damage.  It will use a converted Ryobi 32cc weed-whacker engine and is expected to weigh about 12lbs all up. 
 
Rich Tejeda showed his Multiplex Cularis glider.  It has a 103 inch wingspan with wings which plug in a latch in place 
and weighs 3 lbs 11 oz.  The electric motor runs 322W at full throttle.  Rich had flown it that day for a few flight and 
reports it is reasonably trimmed now but pitches up with full power, which he is likely to adjust with a mix.  The plane is 
Elapor foam and Rich reports that Loctite Handyman All Purpose glue works well on this material. 

 
Jeff Maxwell showed his Great Planes Fokker DR1 which has 10 flights already and flies well. 
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Mike and Ken Osborne showed Mike’s Cap 232 which was a gift from Chris Brashears and is expected to fly shortly. 

 
Ken Osborne showed his Stick which has been adapted to glow from electric.  (Seen flying and looking good today 
2/7/10). 

 
Harry showed his Sig Four Star which is for sale.  He is asking $80.00 for this plane. 
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Ric Delgado had a Dynaflite Super Decathlon (25-35cc gas.) partially-built kit for sale with all the necessary rolls of 
covering.   

 
Mike Milbrett showed his 3D Hobby Shop Slick ARF.  This is 89 inches with a DA50 using a small canister muffler 
system.  It comes in at 18 lbs, and has 10 flights so far. 
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Wes showed his Sig Kadet, built by Will Troutman and finished in red and black Ultracote to match the original Sig 
advertisements.  It has 4 flights so far and is set up with a Hacker 50 size motor running 800-900 Watts from a 5 cell 
pack. 

 
Matt Stringer showed a 48 inch DW Foamies Juka with his own design airbrushed artwork.  The plane is made of 9mm 
foam and has Flight Lights LEDs which are like spotlights on the wingtips and illuminate the wing and fuse very 
effectively in flight. 
 
Matt also showed a 55 inch DW foamies plane that he had recently flown at the Arizona Electric Fest.  This plane has 
more traditional navigation lights on the wingtips, but has programmable sequencing LED lights on the leading edge. 
 
Matt flew both planes off the deck out back, with his usual amazing talent and coordination.  The two sets of lights were 
very different, but both quite spectacular.  We were left wishing that we could fly like that in the daylight, let alone in the 
dark.
