R/C Engine Cleaning

If you've ever had a dirty engine/muffler with baken sludge and carbon deposits, you might waokean
it up and make it bright and shiny again.

There are several ways to clean up the enginesreiphusing carburetor cleaners, Easy Off ovemeear a
solution specifically designed for R/C engine ciegniDemon Clean). There are several methods aed I

tried most of them.

The best method I've found is to cook it — at ansgdmmer using a “Crock Pot” with “antifreeze” (@k
what'’s in your radiator) at about 160 - 180°F.

Step: 1. On the engine, remove glow plug, faufivalve cover, and any plastic arms, etc.

2. In a well ventilated area, turn@mck Pot with antifreeze and bring to ~ 170° F.

3. Place engine, and parts into thiteapd add enough antifreeze to cover all parts.

4. Let simmer for about 2-6 hoursetegting on thickness of baked on sludge. | usudléck
after ~2 hours. The baked on arsuhlly festers up like using paint remover on Metavood.

5. With rubber gloves and pliers, o the engine and use an acid brush or steel wdwlish
away the crud. | often use anbGeetor cleaner to spray away the sludge and grime

6. The final step is to spray eveinyghwith WD-40 or other lubricant to make sure @mgine
and bearings are fully saturatgk lubricant then put after-run oil in the engine

7That’s it Turn off Crock Pot and clean up. | usually déeast 2 engines at a time

Caution: 1) The work area must be well vergditio prevent breathing toxic fumes.
2) Don't leave the engine in gu too long — like more than a day, I've alwageb concerned
about the anti freeze chensieating into the metal but never had a problem.
3) Use gloves and eye protection and dlearengine over a trash can or plastic barrel.
